
Seagate and Wild Blue Alaska Cruise ï Sunday, May 11, 2008 
 
Sunday morning we awoke side-tied to the fuel dock in Hartley Bay.  Somehow Alex was able 
to get an Internet connection from somewhere in the community on a netwaork named 
ñdefaultò.  Blogs were emailed and hopefully you received them.  We checked our email, 
adjusted plane reservations and left for the Passage around 10AM.   
 

Just outside Hartley Bay 
in Coghlan Anchorage 
we passed Canadian 
Coast Guard Ship Tanu 
at anchor.   Once again 
Dick on Seagate became 
a little nervous, passed 
the helm over to Ray, 
and went below.  Weôre 
not sure whether the 
Mexican Government 
exchanges information 
with Canada, but Dick 
was not taking any 
chances.  As we rounded 
Dawson Point turning 
north into the Grenville 

Channel,  yet another Coast Guard ship was sighted, the 200ô Sir Wilfrid Laurier.  We were sure 
that the Coasties had dispatched two ships to make the arrest! The skipper of Seagate had to 
suppress a great desire to turn back, but slid through their dragnet, up the Inside Passage. 
 
As it turns out, Sir Wilfrid Laurier, was anchored directly over the sight where the Queen of the 
North sank two years ago.  I suppose they may be assessing the sunken vessel, which is still full 
of bulk oil.

We were making 7-8 knots while cranking turns 
for 9.  So The Seagate crew suggested Lowe Inlet anchorage for lunch, crabbing, fishing, hiking 
and a nap.  The Inlet provided a safe quiet anchorage while we waited for the tide to turn in our 
favor.

Turns out when the second trap was assembled last week, one of us forgot to 
remove the bands.  So weôve been baiting and soaking a trap with locked crab doors all week! 
 
Anyway, the tidal current up the Grenville Channel turned in our favor at 5PM.  We continued 

up to Klewnuggit Inlet, East 
Inlet anchorage.  There was 
just one boat there, the 
ubiquitous IMB.  We 
anchored for the night in a 
very quiet cove.
